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REOPENING THE CHURCH FOR MASSES

Following directives from Bishop Brian, our Church
can now reopen for Masses for the weekend and week-
days with 10 attendants each Mass. Mass attendants
must comply with the rules set down by the government
and the diocese and is subject to change.

1)  Weekend Masses can begin from the weekend 6
and 7 June. (Mass times is as the same as before
the lockdown)

2)  Weekday Masses begin from 2 June. (Mass time

is as the same as before the lockdown.)

+ Those who wish to attend Mass MUST register with
the parish office: name, phone number. If attending as
a family, how many? Indicate what Mass: Vigil or Sun-
day 7.30am or 9.30am. The parish will advise the regis-
tered. Those who cannot attend Mass, continue to nur-
ture their faith through watching Mass on line or other
prayerful means.

+ Mass attendants must prove well and must wash their
hands before entering the Church with your own hand
sanitizer or soap. The parish has some for those who do
not have.

Make sure that you clean your sitting area (seat, and
where your touched in that area ie. back & top of pew
in fromt, kneeler etc.) after Church with your own
means.

+ Offering (Sunday Mass only) is to be placed in boxes
provided (mounted on wall) at the entrance, as you en-
ter the Church or after Mass, or ideally given through
direct debit.

Collection plates will no longer be passed around to
avoid spread of germs/viruses.

+ No longer holy water in the bowl at the entrance
door.

+ Not to shake hand at any event.

+ Holy Communion given into the hand only and in one
line.

3)  Reconciliation/Confession: by appointment with
Fr. Peter (his phone: 0406001540.)

4)  Baptism: by appointment either on Saturday or
Sunday with 10 people allowed.

5)  You are encouraged to install the COVID-19 App

onto your mobile phone.
